As a result of all the Bible studies and baptisms
of the past two years, we have a solid core of young people who are in
need of a complete missionary training. We also have a group of adult
workers who are willing to labor sacrificially in order to make that
happen. Therefore we are planning to conduct an industrial school, a
school in which practical instruction in agriculture and various trades
will be connected with instruction in book learning. We intend to do
the best we can to give our students a physical, mental, and spiritual
training that will fit them for usefulness in this life, and prepare them
for the future, immortal life. Because we cannot tell when God will

provide the necessary workers or the funds needed for
some aspects of the school we cannot put yet a
definite date on our “first days of studies”, but all our
focus from here on will be towards making this center
of learning a reality. God will supply our need
according to His riches in glory and we wonder who
will be the blessed helpers to participate in this joy
and sacrifice with us?

keep the young people occupied, they are already active in a productive bakery that at any given time
could be developed into a very productive health foods industry. The young people that would be our
pioneer class are already well acquainted with good principles of agriculture and we are hoping that
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after being fully trained some will be able to branch off into a more difficult region of the country and
the others will remain as full time instructors. The will and the talent are already there. They only
lack instruction.

Although we are concerned with wearying our friends who read The Living Choice with appeals for
workers we are hoping that you all will pray earnestly for the work here at this time and communicate
our needs with consecrated individuals who might hear in our appeal the Lord calling to dedicate a
month or two or more for the giving of instruction, or that who may make other contributions to
further this need. Requirements are that these persons demonstrate a supreme love for Jesus through
their relations with others and that they be able to handle some degree of physical labor regularly.
